Fall 2012 Day of Vision Evaluation

Results of the Fall 202 Day of Vision evaluation are presented below. The evaluation instrument
consisted ofone survey with three sections? first section for all to complete, second section for
students to complete andthird section for parents to complete. The surveyincluded three
demographic questions, two yes/no itemsfour event evaluationitems, using a bur-point Likert -
type scale and one operended question to allow for comments.Additionally, respondents were
provided a list of sessions for sesion attendance identificationwith a blankline to record the
session they found most useful (copy of survey attached in Appendixdrindingsindicated the
following:

A Respondents were highly satisfied witithe overall experience.More than 90% of
respondents (90% students, 8% parents)repl OOAA OEAU A sadEthdéntsO, EEA A
66b DAOAT OOQq 36 stenisBRAparen@) Nirjety-eight percent of student
respondentsand 100% of parentrespondentsindicated that they would recommend the
program to others, while 98% of students and 1086 of parents indicated that the program
met their expectations.

A majority of respondents indicated satisfaction with thebreak-out sessions.The student
sessions werewell-regarded, with 70% of student respondentsindicating they either liked
(50%) or loved (20%) these sessionsParents werevery pleased with their sessions, with
94% indicating they either liked (62%) or loved (32%) the sessionofferings. Parents rated
the financial aid information at 80%, with respondentsindicating they either liked (61%) or
loved (19%) this session.

A Students made up 566 of the combined respondent pool. Among students, atidance was
spread fairly evenly with the following breakdown: 9th graders (24%) and 10h graders
(25%), 11t graders (23%), and 12 graders (24%), withanother4% OE A O O BtheBHOAA O
These included7t and 8" graders,a high school graduate, and a veteran.

A With regard to understanding of multi -cultural issues, a majorityof students did not attend
(46%) or did not respondto the question (15%). Of those responding, 31% eitheliked
(21%) or loved (10%) the emphasis on multicultural issues. Similarly, a majority of parent
respondents either did not attend (41%) or did not respond to the question (20%). Of
those parents responding, 41%ndicated they liked (31%) or loved (10%) the session.
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A A majority of student respondents were femalg(53%). Males made up 466 of the
respondent pool, and another 1% declined to answer. In comparison, the dividamong
parents was wider, with females comprising 6% of parent respondents compared to 2%
for males. Two percent declined to answer.

This easily could have started at 9 a.m., not 8 a.m.
